Madison County Volunteer Appeals Process:

A person who desires to appeal must:

1. File a written note of appeal with the Madison County Parks and Recreation Department within thirty (30) days of the date of issuance of the written notice of rejection, suspension, or termination;

2. Deliver to Madison County Parks and Recreation with the written note of appeal the amount of $500.00 in the form of a cashier’s check or a certified check; and,

3. File the following in written and executed form with the Madison County Parks and Recreation Department:  “I acknowledge and agree that in the course of my appeal (1) some of all of the information about conduct in which I have engaged or information indicating that I have engaged in conduct addressed by the background checks will become available to officers, directors, employees, agents, and advisors of Madison County Government, Madison County Schools and Madison County Youth League and to persons testifying at or in attendance at the hearing.  Accordingly, I have no expectation that any such information will remain confidential and not generally available.

Within thirty (30) days upon receiving all of the requested material, the appeals committee will hold a hearing.  The appellate will received written notice of the hearing date at least five (5) days in advance.
